Amereco conducted surface soil sampling on October 30, 2017, at 258 Campbell Street, Valparaiso, IN.
This report summarizes activities and findings of this sample event.

1. Background:
This surface soil sampling was conducted after the soil exposed west of the asphalt parking lot was

observed to contain mica flakes, indicating that the soil may be nonnative fill or impacted. This soil was
moved in association with the west parking lot construction.

2. Sampling Activities:
Amereco collected samples from five (5) locations on-site. A site plan depicting approximate sample

locations is attached for reference. Samples were collected at a depth of 0-6 inches below ground
surface (bgs). Samples were collected using a round-point shovel. Samples were placed in laboratory
supplied 4-ounce jars with little to no headspace. Samples were submitted to STAT Analysis Corporation
of Chicago, IL and analyzed for concentrations of VOCs, PNAs, and RCRA 8 Metals (arsenic, barium,
cadmium, chromium, lead, mercury, selenium and silver).

All sampling equipment was decontaminated between sample locations using the triple rinse method and
a trisodium phosphate (TSP) wash. Additionally, nitrile gloves were worn by samplers and changed
between samples to prevent cross-contamination.

3. Conclusions:

A sample summary report and laboratory analytical report are attached. In summary, Chemicals of
Concern were identified in exceedance of the IDEM RCG Residential Direct Contact Screening Levels. In
addition, sample S-04 identified Benz(a)pyrene in exceedance of the IDEM RCG Commercial Direct
Contact Screening Level of 2.9 ppm.

4. Recommendations:
Potential exposure route to residential occupants has been identified, through groundwater soil migration,
and direct contact with surface soil. Therefore, Amereco recommends that corrective actions be taken to
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
